Sixteen Anglers were booked in for this match with no pegs remaining in the draw bag. The match day weather was mainly sunny 
but with some heavy rain showers at times, cool and with a strong wind blowing. The River Kennet had a good colour and was 
flowing moderately. 
 
Total match weight on the day was 35lbs 7ozs 0drms, (at an average weight of 2lbs 3ozs per Angler), there were five dry nets 
on the day 
 
Many thanks to all those that turned out on the day and thanks also goes to Alan Hughes and Graham Hawkins for assisting me at 
the draw. 
 
 
Overall Winners: 
 
The Match was won by Ian Quelch of King Heron. Fishing on the "Sedges" peg downstream of Berkeley Avenue road bridge on 
Beat "5B" section, Ian banked four Chub, including a fine specimen of 6-9-0, during the course of the Match. Fishing maggot 
feeder tactics, with double red maggot on the hook, over hemp, caster and maggot feed, to record a weight of 20-11-0. 
 
Andy Chapman of TRBLAS was second overall. Fishing the first peg upstream of the confluence of the Holy Brook on Beat "5A" 
Section, Andy banked one Chub of 3-0-0 along with Chublets during the course of the Match. Fishing stick float tactics, with single 
and double red maggot on the hook, over hemp, caster and maggot feed, to record a weight of 4-2-0.
